Tuition

School Policies 
1.  Children’s ages and groups 
All children entering summer camp must be    
three years old by September 30th.  Children will 
be grouped according to age.   
 
2. Toileting 
We do recognize that children have accidents 
from time to time, and ask that you supply a 
change of underwear, outer clothing, and socks.   
 
 

 
3. Refunds 
No refunds are available for missed days or          
if school is closed due to an emergency.  
No  refunds will be issued after May 30th. 
 
4. Special Medical Concerns 
All parents will be asked to fill out a   
medical emergency form listing emergency 
contacts, doctors, allergies, and special 
conditions.
